Reflections  
  from Evelyn... 
 

The thing with vegetables is that 

if they arenõt prepared cor-

rectly, they arenõt going to ap-

peal to you. But they are good 

for you, so it is important to 

have a good recipe and to know 

the ins and outs of cooking dif-

ferent kinds of vegetables. Take 

Brussels Sprouts: I have never 

been able to prepare them in 

such a way that made me want to eat them again. But I 

have a friend who has the right touch when cooking 

them. And over the holidays, one of our daughters 

brought a stalk of fresh Brussels Sprouts to our house 

to prepare as part of a dish she was making for our 

family dinner. They were beautiful on the stalk and 

were fun to work with, under her and her mother in 

lawõs tutelage. The resulting dish was very tasty. 
 

Somehow, it reminded me of reading the Bible. When I 

was growing up, the only translation we used for the 

longest time was the King James Version. Then my 

daddy got a Revised Standard Version, which to me 

wasnõt a whole lot more accessible than the KJV. Even-

tually, he got a Living Bible, not a translation, but a 

paraphrase that put it into laymanõs terms and made it 

a lot more inviting to read. I myself began reading New 

American Standard translation as well as the Living. 

Having more than one way to read scripture made it 

more inviting. And today we have lots more options.  
 

At the COGSõ annual meeting, Holly read from the 

Message, a contemporary paraphrase that uses lan-

guage that is easily accessible to teens, particularly. 

Perhaps it or some of the other paraphrases or trans-

lations donõt òspeakó to you. The challenge, then, is to 

find one that works for you. There is no need for any-

one to say they donõt read the Bible because it is too 

hard to understand. As we move 

through Lent toward Easter, con-

sider exploring the diverse 

language of our Father in 

the various ways it is pre-

sented. And when you find 

one you enjoy reading, keep it 

close at hand. Your life will be 

richly blessed.
